The Vikings raided Britain to steal items to trade. Over time, they decided they wanted to
stay and settled in parts cg[f northern England. In AD 878, Alfred the Great defeated the
Vikings at the Battle od; Edington and made a deal to split the country in two: Danelaw
(the iking pa_rt) and Wessex (the Anglo-Saxon part). Athelstan ended the Vikings' invasion
by defeating them at York in AD 927 and became the first Anglo-Saxon king of England.
